Quick activities for practising the vocabulary:

1) Whispers: encourage the pupils to look at your mouth and whisper one of the words twice. Elicit the word and then ask the pupils to say it with you in a whisper too.


2) Mimes: ask a volunteer to the front and ask them to close their eyes and cover their ears. Hold up the book and point to an animal in the scene. Ask the volunteer to open her/his eyes and ask the class to mime the animal for the volunteer to guess. 
Pupils can also briefly work in pairs, taking turns to mime animals for their partner.


3) Say Please: once pupils are familiar with the vocabulary, use the scene in the book to play a game. Give instructions but tell the pupils to only follow them if you say please! When you say Point to the cat, please! everybody points to the cat. When you say Point to the cat!, nobody points.
As pupils become more familiar with the game, give instructions involving 2 animals: Point to the cat and the fish, please!

4) Listen and repeat. Say: After listening and repeating twice, the pupils can be encouraged to further repeat or drill the words using funny voices: a monster voice, a squeaky mouse voice, a robot voice and so on. 

Games for practising vocabulary:

Chinese whispers
This can be played in a circle. Whisper one of the vocabulary items to a pupil and get them to pass the whisper on until it comes back around the circle. 
Simon Says

This is a very popular game with this age group and works well with pointing to parts of the face. 

Run and touch

Place picture or word cards for the vocabulary items around the class and get the children to run and touch them by calling them out. The first one to touch the item can call out the next item and so on.
Funny voices

This allows for frequent repetition of vocabulary items. Get the children to say the words at different pitches (high or low), different volumes (loud or quiet), whispering, or in character (witch, ghost, dragon, etc). They often find this amusing.
